$1.83 A WEEK 
($95/year)

a senior in Missoula County. 

$2 A WEEK
($105/year) 
gives FIVE children a Big Brother or Big Sister.

$4 A WEEK 
($210/year) 
provides a few meals or backpack full of 
food for a child who would otherwise not 
have adequate nutrition over the weekend.

$20 A WEEK 
($1,040/year)
provides a homeless young mother with 
shelter, and educational/vocational 
counseling for a year as she sets and 
achieves goals toward self-sufficiency.

$2.40 A WEEK
($125/year) 
provides FIVE children, birth to 5 yrs old,  a 
book mailed to their homes every month 
for a year through Imagination Library.

$2.79 A WEEK
($145/year) 
provides motel vouchers for homeless families in 
Missoula, helping them transition to stable housing.

$6.50 A WEEK 
($338/year)
helps 26 homeless men or women find 
better alternatives to living on the street.
